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IN THE EARLY XX CENTURY

Annotation: Revolution and counterrevolution in one form of the revolution-
ary period (RP) as a whole system, having its own laws. The revolution – a manifes-
tation of the action of these laws. In Poland all political regimes have traits of dicta-
torship. Depending on the timing of the onset and nature of the flow of the RP identi-
fies three main groups of countries. The regularities, characteristic for Russia and 
other countries of the third group within the RP, which began here at the beginning of 
the XX century and ended in the 90-ies. Shows the main processes preceding the 
events of 1917 in Russia and the reasons for the coming to power of the Bolsheviks.
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
